Resistance to moisture, chemicals, micro-
 organisms, and thermal and mechanical stress give the material long 
life and cost efficiency. Compressive creep properties ensure that the
pitch will perform consistently for many years. This high-performance
technical layer is part of what makes the new generation of artificial turf
a dramatic improvement over previous generations. And that's good to
remember when your grass pitch is often unusable at low temperatures
or when grass maintenance becomes too expensive and time consuming.

Alveo Sports Layer is straightforward to install under nearly any weather
conditions. Unlike many sheet materials, it rolls out flat, making installa-
tion easy, and saving time. It can be installed over any normal sub-base
and covered with any type of artificial grass mat. Comprehensive tests
ensure that turf based on Alveo Sports Layer can perform at the FIFA 2
Star level even after many seasons of rugged use. The Alveo Sports
Layer contributes more than 90% to the pitch performance.  

Artificial turf build-up
The performance of an artificial turf sports
 surface depends on the build-up of the system,
which typically comprises four main compo-
nents: the sub-base (sand, bitumen, etc.), the
technical foam base, the artificial grass mat,
and the infill (sand and synthetic granulate).

Technical data
Alveo Sports Layer is available in widths 
from 1.30 to 2.00 metres, -0/+25 mm. 
The  material is available in thicknesses from 
8 mm to 20 mm.
Alveo Sports Layer is available in lengths up 
to 130 metres, - 0/+5%, which corresponds to 
a roll diameter of 1.65 metres.
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Environmental performance
Synthetic sports fields conserve drinking water by consuming much 
less than natural grass surfaces do. They also require less energy and
 chemicals to maintain. Alveo Sports Layer is inert, non-biodegradable,
and releases no harmful chemicals or gases known to pollute soil, water,
or air. The material can be easily recycled like other foams; it is typically
shredded and made into drainage mats. If the material is not recycled 
it can be incinerated and the energy value recovered. The final option is
disposal in a properly managed landfill.
